I hesitate to burden you with this matter , but after all -
these checks were a loving contrlbutlon to my Faith - and

it is wrong for my kindly non-Baha'i husband to pgy a penalty
for this offering to God's service,

Robert suggests that perhaps a letter from you stating that
Mr.Mason Remey was the Second Guardian of the Orthodox Baha'l
Faith in 1969 - the leader who managed its World affairs

and paid the costs from contributions made by Believers, only,
including Mrs.R.E.Wilkin --- might be helpful.

Of course, your own Guidance is what you should follow, not ours.,
