At the direction of the Guardian of the Faith, Joel B. Marangella, the Mother Bah4’i Council duly
established at its April 16, 2000 that "effective April 21, 2000, the newly-named Provisional
National Baha’i Council shall assume the same provisional national Baha’i administrative
responsibilities and prerogatives previously ascribed to the Mother Baha’i Council.”
It was thus deemed that the newly-named body may take whatever steps it finds necessary to be in

compliance with such state and national statutes to enable it to operate as the provisional national
Baha’i body for the Orthodox Baha’i Faith under the direction of the Guardian of the Faith.

He shall be succeeded by the individual whom he appoints, in his own lifetime, as his successor.

ARTICLE V

Upon the dissolution of the corporation, the corporation shall, after paying or making
provisio for the payment of all of the assets of the corporation exclusively for the purpose of the
corporation in such manner, or to such organization or organizations organized and operated
exclusively for charitable, educational, religious, or scientific purposes as shall at the time qualify
as an exempt organization or orgamzatxons under section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue
Code of 1954 (or the corresponding provision of any future United States Internal Revenue Law),

 as the corporation shall determine. Any such assets not so disposed of shall be disposed of by a
court of competent jurisdiction of the county in which the principal office of the corporation is
then located, exclusively for such purposes or to such organization or organizations, as said Court
shall determine, which are organized and operated exclusively for such purposes.

ARTICLE VI

The corporation does not afford pecuniary gain incidentally or otherwise to its members.

ARTICLE VII

The location of its principal office in New Mexico shall be in the city of Roswell, county
of Chaves. The registered agent and office for the corporation shall be the secretary, Franklin D.
Schiatter, 3111 Futura, Roswell, NM 88201.
