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Guidance From the Guardian

(Joel Marangella sent the following
extracts from letters that he received
from Guardian during May and June.)

“The friends in America have a job

ahead of them to supply teachers of the
Faith with the Baha'i Holy Works that
are now so difficult and often impossi-
ble to obtain from Wilmette.”
_ “Shoghi Effendi was always insistent
that the Baha'i Shrines be open to all,
even to the violators — the Covenant
Breakers and the old Nakazeen of the
days of 'Abdu’l-Baha, of which there
were still a few when I was in Haifa.”

“There is a get-together spirit abroad
in the world now. The Pope has started
things going in that direction.”

“There should be a general move-
ment throughout the supporters of the
Guardianship to make contacts with
many people who claim to be Baha’is
but who do not support the Guardian-
ship. We should not attack them but
make friendly efforts ic talk with

" them. I would be very glad to have any
of them come here to tea or for lunch
with Pepe and me.”

“The old-fashioned Baha'i way of ex-
posing the faults of others must be no
longer the new Baha'i way. No person-
alities should ever be attacked. This is
the modern Baha'i technique to follow.
All Baha’is everywhere should follow
this principle and should from now on
get together and consult as to means
and ways of spreading the Faith by
organizing their teaching efforts.”

“CAUTION: Let the believers con-

centrate upon the promulgation of the
spiritual teachings of the Faith. Let
them mnot take part, AS BAHA'L
GROUPS, in protests such as
war and national problems, racial
issues (and) marches. For these causes
are very apt to be involved with po-
litical matters that should be avoided.”

“I am learning-things in these days
of confusion which had I realized soon-
er might have spared me many worries
and present troubles. Some believe in
the coming Global Catastrophe. Others
are in violent agitation when it is
mentioned. Bach soul must face these
differences alone and between him-
self and God.

“Personally I have every Faith that
the Baha'i Faith under the Guardian-
ship will carry through and survive all
obstacles — that is that the Administra-
tive Guardianship will survive the ca-
tastrophe and the days of tribulation
to follow—There will be a Guardian.

“Joel Marangella will soon have a
message for all Baha'is that I trust
will put everyones mind at rest about
who will be the 3rd Guardian of the
Faith. I have devised a plan that will
assure the people that there will be a
3rd Guardian but that no one will
know who he is to be until the cz.
tastrophe has passed and with it the
confusion of the days of tribulation.

“This will be about 29 years from
now according to my reckoning. In the
meanwhile there is a time during which

we have much teaching to accomplish.

“Let us all set our hearts upon this
accomplishment.

“This is a spiritual problem. It can-
not be settled in a Court of Law. Be
assured that my before dawn prayers
will be with the NSA, for your guid-
ance and for mine own.”

(The Guardian asked that the follow-
ing extract from a letter to Charley O.
Murphy be published saying that “ ..
it applies equally to all Baha'is every-
where, whether they accept the Second
Guardianship of the Faith or whether
they reject it.”)

“ .. In the Will and Testament of
'Abdu’l Baha it is written: “Every ag-
gressor deprives himself of God’s
Grace.” It is also written: “Of all Gifts
of God, the Greatest is the Gift of
Teaching.”

There is very little teaching being
done in the Cause in these days and
there is aggression amongst the friends
with the result that there is but little
spread of the Faith. I hope that you
and your wife will concentrate your ef-
forts upon the spread of the know-
ledge of the Faith. This is the all-im-
portant work that the friends should
do.

In your letter you mentioned a paper
on “Why the Jews rejected Jesus” and
of other matters. The believers should
not concern themselves with such
argumentative matters that are ever
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
