We have received your letter addressed to "the faithful
supporters of the Covenant of Baha'u'llah throughout the world",
dated November 12, 1969.

As you have sald, it has indeed been a heart-breaking and soul-
trying time for us all. Our intelligence was faced with the inconsis-
tencliles and 1naccuracies of Mason Remey's letters and directiveg, and
our hearts with the question of how God could let this happer to his
beloved Falth., We could only wait with sorrow and frustration for
whatever God willed to be.

Now, so many things are explained and made clear that we can
only wonder that we did not see if before. But we thank God that we
did wait and did not lose faith or hope or belief in the ultimate
victory of the Faith.

Now, we are able to turn to you as Third Guardian with a free
and happy heart. We need not feel guilty about turning away from
Mason Remey. He can and does now assume the station,to us and to the
Faith, of an honored, loved and respected "elder statesman". While
the Guardian must assume the position of the "sacred head", the past
Guardian is then the "distingulshed member for 1life", giving of his
knowledge, experience and wisdom and yet,in no way, providing a dual
authority. This is the way we understand it.

We have here in our center inm Santa Fe County, all the NSA
files, the archives entrusted to the NSA, the mach#nery, some litera-
ure and gome books, in fact, most of the things perfigent to the
ministry of the Second Guardian. ¥We do not have the files on the legal
case., We believe Mr. Petzoldt retained them in his care. Also,
hoping for a future need, we have malntained the original Santa Fe
address, P.0. Box 182.

Again let us express our happliness with your assumption of
the office of the Third Guardian of the Faith. If we can be of service
to you in any way, pleaze let us know,

Dear Baha'i sister,

Thark you very much for your kind letter of January 22nd
with its several enclosures which were most welcome. I noted
with great interest the inventory list of tie publications
which remain in your stock for which I feel certain there wilil
be some demand as itime goes onl Also I was glad to peruse again
the enclosure showing the scope of your activities there which
have been so meritorious in the past and for whieh the faithful
friends owe you a great debt of gratitude. While for the moment
these activities have been suspended you should regard this as
only a temporary condition made necessary by the present state
of: affairs in our beloved Faith.

I read with great interest the enclosure entitled "A Message
of vital importance to all believers in the US » « «" concerning
the injunction. The important thing which this brings out is
that the injunction was talen out against "The National Spiritual
Assembly of the Baha'is of the United States Under the Heredtary
Guardianship" as the c¢ounter~defendant., It therefore has no
apphicability 4o the faithful friends who are no longer under
the jurisdiction of {his adaministrative vody which has ceased
to exist. The activities of the iriends in America under my
guardianship are being taken on an individual basis. In the
October 1966 iszsue of the Glad Tidings wiich you so kindly
e¢alled to my attention I note that under the article entitled
YNSA Accepts Terms' there is the statement that "Privately we
may call ocurselves Baha'is as the Conclusions of Law states
tkat the Wilmette N3SA does not presume to infringe on our right
to religicus liberty to organize and worship according fto our
dictates. One might add that they cannot under the \&'gnstii;utional
gaarantees of this same religlous liberty prevenit-eurssives from
announcing to anyone whom we choose our convictions of faith,
Such an infringement is preposterous and can never be accepted.
How many of those heroes of God in the days of the Dawnbreakers
suffered death rather than recant publicly their faith? The
same principle is involved now.

Thank you so much for your kind oiffer ufi help. As tine goes
on I am sure that your assistance will be required either directly
or indirectly.

You have by this time received my general letter dated &
January and will have ndﬁqg}&géﬁyjpr the time being at least I
am planning to shift the the foc i“%oint of our activities in
the United states to the East. This seems to have advantages
for the time being for several rezsons net the lsast important
of which is that it may contribute to a lessening of the frictions
that have existed for all too long a periecd betweesn the friends
in the Rocky mountain area.

Your continued suppert of the guarcianehip is greatly
treasured and I pray that Baha'u'llah may open the way for
your future services to His Cause and on behalf of the Covenant.

We have received your letter of January 13, 1970. Thank you
for your warm welcome,

Enclosed are several tiems you may find informative. One paper
explains the position of the believers after the injunction was
accepted by the NSA, but while the NSA was still a fupjctioning body.
After that, of course, the NSA was ordered dissolved by Mason Remey
and his wishes were obeyed. This left the believers in a "every man
for himself" position, a position which we still occupy individually.

One of the enclosed Glad Tidings has an article which explains
the function of the Distribution and Reproduction Committee which
we manned, and what we are able to do here,

Enclosed also 1s a literature 1list of supplies on hand. The
friends received most of thls when 1t was first printed, hence there
were not too many calls for the remainder. The quantities made at
the time were, in most cases, far in excess of the need. Any future
printings whould be limited to the actual need. We have retalned
the original mimeo stencils of the work we have done here, and were
this to be continued, it would assure that new quantities of any
given article could be made at any time. Some of this literature is
gquite obsolete but some of 1t will remaln pertinent always,

In additlion to the literature and archives, we have the largée
mimeograph and an addressograph machine., Many of the addresses are
now incorrect but We have a good supply of blanks so new ones can be
cut if we can ascertalin and correlate addresses.
" The typewriters are our own. We are short of supplles at the
moment, but there remains a fund of about 0.00 with which to replenish.

We offer these things and ourselves for whatever use you may
wish to employ then. m

In regard to(gég;iééﬁJSanta fe, this was used firstly as
permanent address f “Faith Under the Hereditary Guard§ansh?p’
The only legal address for the NSA, a permanent address of continuity
no matter who the members of the NSA. It was further used as a
¢learing house for lnter-F 1th mail for all members of the Paith. It
Was an entirely impersonal address, having no direct connection with
the friends in Santa Fe, accessible only to members of the NSA and
the D & R committee. It was with the 1dea of keeping this well-
known address as a point of continulity that it has been kept open.

You also mentioned in your letter fhe only faithful Baha'i left
in Santa Fe. She is Mrs, Helen Pettit, 73 years old and partially
1ind. She loves the Faith but iy very confused due %o the sometimes
conflicting letters she received over the vast several years., I am
sure that time and patlient explanation will enable her to accept the
third Guardian,

They have to make themselves, that isj their conscious-
ness has to evolve to the point where they perceive the realities of
the Fzith for themselves. Of course, the spiritual energies released
in the world by the appearance of Baha'u'llah have quickened all
things and for this reasen humanity is moving towards the verities
of the Faith, however unbekrownst teo itself. Certainly, we see more
people today who, although they have never heard of tje Faith,are
thinking like Baha'1§$ .than was the case when I was a boy.

I regret to learn that ycu have become estranged, Frank, frem
your brother but, alas, the last few years has found this situation
very prevalent. I, too, have suffered from this as my twin sister
became a sans-Guardian Baka'i immediately after the Proclamatien
of the second Guardian, not to mention my mofther and father. This
came as a shock to me parlicularly because they had always championed
the institution of the Guardianskip.

You have by this time received news of the formation of the
Nationzl Bureau in the City of the Covemant.

Marian Rhodes sent the Meyers an extensive paper of quotes from the Writings
concerning her position on the Guardianship in light of recent events. She wished
to have it distributed to all believers and offered to cover the cost (this was
before the Bureau was re-activated). It was decided to send the paper to the
Guardian and ask his approval to send it to all believers, including everyone on
the mailing list, perhaps giving some younger, inexperienced Baha'is a second chance.
The Guardian could also delete or correct anything in the paper if he wished.

The editorial staff for the Newsletter was agreed upon: Jim and Marilyn Meyer
and George and Eunice Hanawalt. The Myers recently reconstituted their memeograph
and the Newsletter can be duplicated with their equipment. News will be sent to
P. O. Box 2101, Albuquerque, and relayed to the editors. The treasurer will send
money to the editors, a running total kept, and more funds sent upon need. The
first Newsletter will be published and mailed out before Naw Ruz. The DeHainauts
will send copies of correspondence from the Guardian concerning the Newsletter as
guidance for the new editors.

Long distance calls concerning bureau business can be paid for by Bureau funds.
The next meeting will be held when needed.
