My dear Guardiani

By now you will have received my wire of October 17 which acknowledged your
letter of October 12 advising usg to drop the refiling of our complaint in the
court case, The purpose of this letter is to glve you further information on
the status of the case.

Our first complaint (Sept. 196l.) was made primarily to set forth the legal
status of the Bahatls under the Guardianshilp, in Federal Court, to prove our
right to Baha'l propertlies by settlng forth the breach of trust of the Wil-
mette NSA because they have abandonsd the Hereditary Guardianship and no longer
adhere to the institutions and teaching according to the Will and Testament

of 'Abdutl-Baha.

The first complaint had four counts against the Wilmette NSA, which were dis-
missed because of technicalities but our suilt and the Wilmetts counter-suilt on
the trademark remain on the FPederal Court docket., The Wilmette KSA pressed the
trade-mark c¢ounter-suilt as forsefully as possible. They began with the depo-
gition of A.S, Petzoldbt in April 1965, then followed with interrogatoriles for
us to answer, We answered them and they were filed with the clerk of the court.
We then filed two sets of interrogatories for them to anawer and which in turn
will be flled with the clerk of court. In the trade-mark suit their interroga-
tories try to show and do show all the places and ways in which we use the name
Baha'l and in which they claim we are infringing on their trade-mark, Our in-
terrogatorlies show how they have breached the Declaration of Trust, having
broken from the Second Guardian, and abandoned the institution of the Heredi-
tary Guardianship and the tenets of the Baha'l Faith,

The technliocallty on which our four counts were dismissed was that our suilt did
not identify the Wilmette NSA by its proper legal name, not knowing it was not
'? incorporated, We should have Immedlately our suilt ldentifyling them by
. thelr proper legal name, We delayed with the Guardian's request for a "cooling-
of £ perlod and hoping to hold consultation in the temple. They would not con-
sult feeling they held the upper hand with our four counts dismissed, They are
out to destroy the Second Guardianship in the USA and in the whole world,

Why 1s it Important that we win the suit (counter-claim) filed by the Wilmette
NSA against us wherein they charge us to be unlawfully using thelr trademark?

1. Because they claim their trade-mark to be such words as "Baha'i", "Na-
tional Spiritual Assembly of the Baha'is of the United States" and similar
Bahat!l phrages by which we 1ldentify ourselves,

2, They have through ths counter=sult sntered an Injunction in Federal Couwr
that we Baha'ls under the Herediltary Guardianship be forbidden under the law
from identifying ourselves as Baha'is or call our local assemblies "Local Spir=-
itual Assomblies™ or our National Asgembly as "National Spiritual Assembly of
the Bahatis of the United States”,

If anyone asks us about the Baha'l Falth we could not say we are Baha'ls and
we would have to refer enquirers to Wilmetts,

How can we teach the Baha'i FPalth 1f we cannot call ourselves Bahatis? The
Guardian stressges our primary objective as belng to teach the Baha'l Faith, We
cannot 1ldentify ourselves as Baha'ls 1f the Pederal Court makes it unlawful to
do so,

You can see how vital 1t 1s for us to wln the trade-mark suit apgalnst us, All
ghould know that the trade-mark suit was actually in preparation by the Wilmette
NSA at the time our original claim was flled, and because of this thelr claim
became a counter-claim,

SUMMARY ¢

1. It 1is not within our legal power to wilthdraw the trade-mark counter-suit
as 1t 18 an injunction against us,

2, The purpose of filing the neéw complaint is to give us the additional
strength to win the trade~-mark sult. As pointed out earller in this lstter, to
lose the trade-mark sult means we can no longer function as Baha'is, and the
principle of the Hereditary Guardlanship wlll be lost to the whole world,.
