INTERVIEW WITH DFFICIALS OF ISRAEL GOVERNMENT AND PRESENTATION
OF REQUEST TO THE STATE. OF ISRAEL FOR THE OFFICIAL RECOGNITION
UF_mASON RENEY AS THE SELOND GUARDIAN OF THE BAHA'I FAITH

Acting under instructions of thes beloygd second Guardian of the Ceuse of
God, Joel B. Mersngelle end 3. Fergus Belanger journeyed to Jarusalem on 15 Octeber
1961 to explain to the officiels of the State of Israel the status of Mason Ramay
as the second Cuardien of the Faith zppainted in accordance with the Canone of the
Faith. The beloved Guardian prepared a notarized document delegating this author-
ity to Joel and enclosed ss an integral part of this authorizetion the follouwing
documents: 1) The Will ehd Testamdnt of Abdu'l~8sha, 2) The Dispensation of Behe-
tu'llah, 3) World Order Unfolds, 4) His own Proclamation of Ridven 117 8.E., g)
Daclaratinn af Trust end By Laws of N%A and 1SA.

Mr. Belanger, & nawly declered believer living in France and attorney hed
prepared an Aide-Memoire which was pressnted with the sbove documents.as a aummary
of the salient features of the evidence found in the Cenons of the Faith end. the
writings of Shoghi Effendi attesting to the supremecy of the Institution of the
Guerdianship in the Baha'i Administrative Order and the assured continuity of this
Institution throughout the Bahs'i Dispensatien, end proving that fMeson Remey had

baen appointed as the succeasor to the Pirst Guardian by him during his lifatime
in sccordence with the Canons of the Faith. :

The above described documents werzs enclosed in s dossier, together with s
letter, notarized by en lsraeli Notary end-sddressed to the Minister of Religious
Affeirs requesting that Charles Mason Remey's rightful succession to the Guerdian-
ship of the Baha'i Faith be given officiel rscognition by the State of Israsl so
as to permit his return to Israsl to oxercise the responsibilities of his Dffice
at tha Uorld Center of the Faith. This request was perscnelly discussed with and

.
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submitted, through its Director General, to the Ministey of Religious Affairs.
Also, the Canons of the Faith pertaining to the Guardianship and the issues in-

volved in the present great’ Violetion of the Covenant being perpotrated by the
former Hands of the Cause were discussed with other officials of the fMinistry.

It is anticipated that this initiel. contact with officials of the State of
Igrasl is the preluds to additional meetings with Istesli efficials in the futura.
Also it is envisaged that legal proceedings may be ultimately instituted as a
necessary ssquel to action by the Gouqrnment of Israsel. i

of the change in the Ministry of Religigus. APfairs in lsrael, the Guardian-has in-
structed fr., Marangella and M. Belanger to proceed slowly with his casa, end they
