Dear Ifriends:

Yitth reference to your letter of Dec. 24, 1964
regarding sult to be instituted by the Covenant Breakers,
we 1inslose and give the foilowing information.

1. Hoat of the letters, pamphlets, oards, etc.
that we received were forwarded for your flles, However,
we were not suare whether these two pleces were sent to
you,

2. On Seot. 9, 1960 a salled meeting was held 1n
Joolin, Mo, at the home of Mrs, Ola Nyberg, Chairmaen for
the nurpose of elezting a member to the Asgembly to fill
a Yaaascy, Mra, Maoel Peck, & very new Baha'l was eleated
to fill the vaczansy.

It was at thls meeting great dlscontent was expressed
by Leland Jensen, and it was he that eald they were golng
to study a oompilation from the Covenant-Breakers,

~ Upon learning of this, Beulsh Magruder, called Baha'is
in Wiebb City, and Frank Norton assured me that they were
going to study this, and thought that the claim of Mason
Remey was true. He was advised of the seriousness of thls
claim, but stlll insisted they were golng through with it.

Sept. 21, 1960 the Joplin Baha'i Asseubly had a
called meeting in which kr., Khadem, Mr, & Yra. Harris
came to the home of Mra, Ola Nyberg. Thia was for the
purpose of taliing with all of the Baha'is, in order that
they way hear both sldes, Mrs. Nyberg had called by
telephone Baha'ia of Joplin and Webb City. Three of the
ladies she could not reach, she called on in person to
notify them of the meeting. Some replied, others sald
nothing. Leland Jensen when asked 1f 8he could talk with
Opal, his wife, he replied "we do not sit down with
Sovenant-Breakers,”

There were nineteen at the meeting including Baha'is
from Rogers, Ark. (five and a youth froa there)

3. In the asartner of 1963, a Perslan Baha'i came here
from Wilzette (the name and place of residence 18 not
qilte slear), and on arrlving in Joplin, called the Baha'ls
he thought, but when he was told to come on out, and
after talking to them, d&scovered that he was with the
wrong group. The 2.B.'s had 1listing in the telephone
directory and in the ¥ellow pages, He then called Velma
Sherril to find out who the Baha'is were in Joplin, and
ghe told him to call Mrs. Ola Nybsrg. He did not stay
long in Joplin, but went to Oklahoma Jlty, and we under=-
gtood lster was 1ln Little hock, Ark,
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While I resided in Webb Uity, there was and under-
current of dissatiafaction with the NSA and the Area Teach-
ing Committee, which I at the time felt was from the
Joplin Assembly., They became very infurlated when the
ATC offerda asome help to ua. They decided when they
would observe the Feast - and in thelr wminutes actually
voted upon - that they would hold the “"feast on the
prescribed date 1f 1t dld not interfer with thelr
fireside."

In the spring of 1960 at the election in April,
one of the members had been appolnted to act as Librarilan.
fnis office I had filled for a year or two, 8o we had
a small amount in our fumnd. This was turned over to the
librarian, sad when I moved to Joplin, the Publishlng
Trust wrote me saying that they had gotten eome books
but had falled to pay for them, and accused me of
"leaving town, and taking the money with me," I think
there was about $4.00 in the fund.

At firet we trlied to publiclze our @88t1n$ﬂ, but
usually we would get a call or two from the CB's,
‘wanting to attend, Mrs. Mabel Pask, an elderly lady
usually would call, and want pamphlets. We were sceptlcal
that she might be & representative for them. B8he was
one of the last members to come in, in Joplin.

At one time we received a bldhl froum the Y,M.C.A,
which had been forwarded to us, This was in an emvelope
in an envelope. We had not had a meeting there, so
sent it on %o the other group, We called the Y.:,C.A.
which we felt they imww nothing about, and actually
had not sent 1t out to us, but in order to have the
record stralght, we lnformed them, they would have to
oollect from Opal Jensan,

We reszelved literatuare from Santa Fe, N. Mex, but
many times there was no return address, At one time
we had information from Rex King, but it stated "this
will be the last letter that will be sent.”

I supposs if we sould recall every incident, and
we are continually meeting those who say "oh, yes, I
know about the Baha'is - I have been invited, or I have
attended Dr. Jensen's classes," 1t would becoms a volume
too large to want to read.
