[PROPOSED] ORDER HOLDING “REMEYITES” IN
CIVIL CONTEMPT

Pursuant to the National Spiritual Assembly of the United States’ (the “NSA’s™)
Motion For a Rule To Show Cause Why “Remeyites” Should Not Be Held In Civil
Contempt, filed on ,on , this Court ordered
Franklin D. Schlatter, Joel B. Marangella, The Provisional National Baha'i Council (and
d/b/a entities), the Second International Baha'i Council (d/b/a Baha'is Under the

Provisions of the Covenant) and Baha'i Publishers Under the Provisions of the Covenant
(hereinafter collectively referred to as “Remeyites”) to show cause why they should not
be held in civil contempt for violating the Court’s Judgment.

Now, having reviewed all papers, declarations and other evidence submitted in
response to the Court’s Rule to Show Cause, and considering all papers and declarations
submitted by the NSA in support of its motion, and the pleadings on file herein, the Court
hereby finds as follows:

1. Franklin D. Schlatter, Joel B, Marangella, The Provisional National Baha'i
Council, Mother Baha’i Council, National Baha’i Council of the United States, Second

International Baha'i Council, Baha’is Under the Provisions of the Covenant and Baha'i
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Publishers Under the Provisions of the Covenant (hereinaflter collectivel y referred to as

“Contemnors™) are bound by this Court’s 1966 Judgment.

The Court’s Judgment, issued on June 28, 1966, provides as follows:

The National Spiritual Assembly of the Baha'is of the United States
of America Under the Hereditary Guardianship, Inc., its officers,
agents, servants, employees, attorneys, and all persons in active
concert or participation with them, including affiliated Local
Spiritual Assemblies, groups, individuals, or any of them, be and
they are hereby enjoined from using in their activities the
designations “National Spiritual Assembly of the Baha'is of the
United States of America Under the Hereditary Guardianship, Inc.,”
“Baha’i News Bureau,” “Baha’i Round Robin,” “Baha’i,” trademark
representations of the Baha’i House of Worship, the Arabic desi gn
“The Greatest Name and any other designation which by colorable
imitation or otherwise is likely to be mistaken for or confused with
the counterclaimant’s name or marks as indicated above or is likely
to create the erroneous impression that counter-defendant’s religious
activities, publications or doctrines originate with counterclaimant,
and from otherwise competing unfairly with counterclaimant or
infringing counterclaimant’s rights.

The Contemnors have violated the Judgment through their publications on

the World Wide Web, their registration and use of associated domain names and their use

of designations likely to cause confusion, mistake, or deception with respect to the NSA's

name or marks.

4.

The Second International Baha'i Council, Baha'is Under the Provisions of

the Covenant and Baha’i Publishers Under the Provisions of the Covenant have further

violated the Judgment by using and filing applications for registration of the marks

identified below, which are likely to cause confusion, mistake, or deception with respect

to the NSA’s name and marks.

BAHA’IS UNDER THE PROVISIONS OF THE COVENANT
(App. Ser. No. 78/583,191):

UNIVERSAL HOUSE OF JUSTICE (App. Ser. No. 78/634,554);
UHJ (App. Ser. No. 78/634,558); and

THE BAHA’IS UNDER THE PROVISIONS OF THE COVENANT
(App. Ser. No. 78/881,116).

There is no sufficient excuse or reason for the Contemnors’ actions.

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Accordingly, the Court hereby orders as follows:

1. Exercising its discretion pursuant to 18 U.S.C. § 401, the Court holds the
Contemnors in civil contempt for their violations of the Judgment.

2. This Order shall be binding upon Contemnors, their officers, agents,
servants, employees, attorneys, and all persons, organizations and groups in active
concert or participation with them, or any of them, who receive notice of this Order by
personal service or otherwise.

3. Contemnors shall, within 10 days of the date of this Order provide a copy
of this Order to all of their respective officers, agents, servants, employees, attomeys, and

all persons, organizations and groups in active concert or participation with them.
