DECLARATION UNDER PENALTY OF PERJURY
OF RESPONDENT, FRANKLIN DANIEL SCHLATTER, IN SUPPORT OF

ORTHODOX BAHA'I FAITH RESPONDENTS’ RESPONSE TO
MOTION FOR RULE TO SHOW CAUSE

Franklin Daniel Schlatter, hereby declares, under penalty of perjury, as follows:

1. I have personal knowledge of the facts set forth herein except as otherwise stated
herein, and I make this Declaration in support of the Orthodox Bah&’i Faith Respondents’
Response to the Counterclaimant’s Motion for Rule to Show Cause.

2. In April, 1959, 1 declared my belief in Bah&'w'llah, and enrolled in the
organization headed by the Movant, The National Spiritnal Assembly of the Bah&’is of the
United States (hereafter identified as the “NSA”). On May 3, 1960, I accepted Charles Mason
Remey (“Mason Remey”) as the second Guardian and on June 21, I requested that the NSA
withdraw my name from its list of recognized Bah4’is. An exchange of letters between the NSA
and me ensued, and on August 3 of that year I was informed that my name would be removed

from the membership roll. 1 was not éxpelled from the NSA's organization, but I later learned
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that I was identified as a Covenant-breaker in a NSA newsletter that was not sent to me by the
NSA. True and correct copies of the exchange of letters are attached hereto as Exhibit 1.

3. Between 1963 and 1966, I served as the recording secretary and the secretary of
the National Spiritual Assembly of the Bahd’is of the United States Under the Hereditary
Guardianship, Inc. (hereafter identified as “Remey NSA™).

4. After the dissohution of the Remey NSA on December 22, 1966, I ceased to hold
office or membership in any organization related to the Faith until January 15, 1974, when I was
appointed to Joel B. Marangella’s National Bureau of the Orthodox Baha'i Faith in America
{"National Bureau").

5. On June 28, 1966, I was a member and officer of the Remey NSA when the NSA
obtained an injunction in the above-captioned matter. On that day, upon information and belief,
our legal counsel was not even in the courtroom to contest the ruling.

6. Subsequent to the day when the NSA obtained its injunction, Mason Remey
instructed the Remey NSA not to appeal, and to withdraw from the legal matter “regardless of
the consequences.”

7. From 1960 to 1965, those of us who followed Remey sought by letters and
personal contact to get a hearing from the NSA organization's believers, but the NSA had
instructed its followers to have no contact with us. The Remey NSA subsequently decided upon
a legal suit to get its views out into the open. But when Mason Remey felt that the matter in
court was exacerbating the division, he told the Remey NSA to withdraw. At all times, Mason
Remey was in charge of the legal suit. Joel B. Marangella was not involved in the legal suit and
did not direct it.

8. The injunction of the NSA caused the dissolution of the Remey NSA on
December 22, 1966. A true and correct copy of the Certificate of Dissolution of the Remey NSA
is attached hereto as Exhibit 15.

9. On December 18, 1966, in compliance with the injunction, I did write to the NSA
for its position with regard to a request to me from a local church for a talk on the Baha’i Faith. [
received from Jerome Gilson, the NSA counsel, the December 23, 1966, response that is shown
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in Exhibit I of the NSA's Moticn in which he instructed me not to speak on behalf of the Baha’i
Faith. 1 complied.

10. Without the Remey NSA in existence, there ceased to be any organized religion
of the Baha’is who had accepted Mason Remey in the United States. All of the U.S. believers
under Mason Remey were thrown into confusion and chaos, and no organized activity occurred
thereafter. Our Faith had ceased to exist. However, Mason Remey remained our leader from his
residence in Florence, Italy.

11.  Following Joel B. Marangella’s announcement in November of 1969 that
explained his accession to the Guardianship of the Faith, I made my declaration to him as the
third Guardian and thereby joined the Orthodox Bahd’i Faith. There was no connection
whatsoever with the former organization. Some of the members of the former Remey NSA
joined the Orthodox Baha’i Faith, others remained loyal to Mason Remey who continued on as
the second Guardian contrary to Marangella's claim until his death in 1974, and still others
simply dropped out of the Faith (see Paragraphs 18 to 22 below).

12.  On January 15, 1974, 1 was appointed by Marangella to the National Bureau, a
body having limited functions with no Baha’{ Administrative jurisdiction of any kind, primarily
serving as a link between the third Guardian and the U.S. believers, pending the establishment of
the Orthodox Baha’i Administrative System.

13. In February of 1974, the Guardian asked me to serve as the National Bureau's
secretary. 1 served in that capacity until April 21, 1978, when the third Guardian called for the
Roswell local council to become the Mother Baha’i Council of the United States, placing upon
its members the responsibility to function as a provisional national Bah&’i administrative
institution, the believers in this country to be under the administrative jurisdiction of that body. I
became the secretary of that body.

14.  The Mother Baha’i Council handled the administrative tasks in the United States
until April 21, 2000, when the Third Guardian created the Provisional National Baha’i Council
of the United States ("PNBC").
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15. I served as the PNBC's secretary for just over a year (until September 2001) and
by the close of that Bah4’i year was removed by the Guardian from the PNBC.

16. Since 2001, I have not held office in, nor have I been a director of, the PNBC.

17. Although I was an early supporter of Mason Remey and continued to sapport him
until Joel B. Marangella's proclamation as the third Guardian, I consider the name “Remeyite”,
with which the NSA has labeled me, and others within the OBF, to be a wrongful one for the
following reasons: a) it lumps me along with all other Orthodox Bah4’is into a category that
includes organizations and persons who have no connection whatsoever with the OBF and with
me, and therefore neither the other members of the OBF nor I should be considered as liable in
any way for what those other organizations or persons may say or do; b) it is factually incorrect
to label the OBF and its members as “Remeyites” in light of the fact that the vast majority of the
present adherents to the OBF never were members in Mason Remey’s organization and did not
follow him, other than their acknowledgement that he was the Guardian before Joel B.
Marangella took office; and ¢) it unacceptably implies that Mason Remey was a divine
Messenger whom its members worship, when in fact the Guardians are ordinary human beings
who have been appointed to a divine office,

18.  As indicated previously, after the Remey NSA was terminated upon entry of the
injunction, the believers all went their own ways. Some dropped out completely, some remained
as followers of Mason Remey, others joined the OBF, and others joined other groups.

19.  Rex King left the OBF to initiate what he called the "Regency". Most of his
followers lived in the Las Vegas, New Mexico area. The members of the Orthodox Bah4’{ Faith
under Joel B. Marangella’s Guardianship have no connection whatsoever with the Regency
organization.

20. Leland Jensen, who was elected to the first Remey NSA in 1963, had accused
other members of that institution of being blind to the needs of the time. He was subsequently
not re-elected to the Remey NSA, and although he did not resign from the Faith under the second
Guardian, he was no longer an active member. Then, in 1969, he identified himself as the
"Lamb of God" and essentially began his own organization, which is extant today in the Bahd’is
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Under the Provisions of the Covenant ("BUPC") an organization with which the OBF has
absolutely no connection. I have read materials of the BUPC. In the document entitled "The
Seventh Angel Sounded For Your Safety, Security and Salvation” by Jensen, he says, on page
19, "With my mandate from God in fulfilling prophecy, I alone have the authority to set up the
second IBC [International Baha'i Council]}, because 1 am prophesied in scriptures as
Baha'w'llah's establisher. The Advent of Baha'v'llah's Establisher is the greatest event of the
twentieth century after the Advents of the three central figures of the Faith..." On page 25 of that
document he says this about himself: "In the Islamic faith the Bab and Baha'u'llah fulfill the
prophecies of the Madhi and the Messiah for the Sunnis. The Bab is prophesied as the return of
the 12th Imam and as the Qa'im, and Baha'u'llah as the Messiah for the Shiites. The establisher
comes as the return of Jesus. The Muslims believe there will not be another prophet after
Mubammad because he said he was the seal of the prophets. They accept the return of Jesus,
however, because they believe that he will be the same person as Jesus of Nazareth, not the
coming of another person fulfilling the prophecies of the return of Jesus. As I fulfil the
prophecies for the return of Jesus they miss me." The OBF does not share in the BUPC's belief
that Leland Jensen was the return of Jesus, or any of the beliefs espoused by the BUPC.

21. A number of those who had remained as Mason Remey’s followers continued to
follow Mason Remey until Remey's death in 1974. Remey's followers then accepted Donald
Harvey (now deceased) as the third Guardian. Those believers now give their allegiance to
Jacques Soghomonian, whom they identify as the foqi‘th (Guardian of the Baha’i Faith. The OBF
has no relationship at all with this organization, which is the successor to the Remey NSA
organization.

22.  To say that all of these different groups are Remeyites is to ignore the differences
and the independence of each group from the other.

23.  Inthe early days of the OBF, on October 28, 1970, legal counsel for the NSA, Mr.
Jerome Gilson of Hume, Clement, Hume and Lee wrote to Rex King, a member of the OBF at

the time, stating that he, Rex King, should cease and desist from using the word “Bdha’i.”
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24, On November 12, 1970, Rex King responded, bringing to the attention of Mr.
Gilson the legal case of McDaniels v. Sohrab, 27 N.Y.S. 2d 525, aff'd. 262 A.D. 838. 29 N.Y.S.
2d 509 (1941). Mr. King emphasized to Mr. Gilson that both the Supreme Court (trial court) and
the Appellate Division of New York ruled that no one has the right to monopolize the name of a
religion and that followers of a religion cannot be restrained from practicing their beliefs because
of the objecttons of organized practitioners of their Faith. A true and correct copy of Mr. King’s
letter is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

25.  The letter of Rex King was shared within the organization of Orthodox Baha’is
and we waited for further action to be taken by the NSA. But nothing came from that body or
from that organization’s legal counsel. And as a result of that silence, we were confident that the
word “Baha’1” could not be restricted to the exclusive use of the NSA and its followers. The
precedent for the word “Bahd’{” being in the public domain had been established in 1941, and
we came to the conclusion that no injunction against the Remey NSA could prevent the OBF
from using the term within the name of our organization and in our public communications in a
manner that is not confusing with the NSA..

26.  Although much of the advertising that the Orthodox Bahd’is have done in
newspapers and magazines has been directed toward the members of the NSA organization, we
have also produced advertising to stimulate public interest in the OBF. The intent of the
advertising directed toward the NSA organization's believers has been to encourage them to
investigate the OBF and to show them how our religious organization is different from that of the
NSA. Innone of the advertising we have done has there been any attempt to deceive or to cause
people to think that the Orthodox Baha’is are affiliated with the NSA.

27.  During the late 1970’s, and the 80’s and 90’s, when the Mother Baha’i Council
was in operation in Roswell, we had regular ads placed in the local newspaper. The ads featured
the logo of a rising sun, under which were the words “Orthodox Baha’i Faith”. Since an NSA-
affiliated local group exists in Roswell, I believed that the NSA was aware of our advertising but
did nothing about it. True and correct copies of the ads are attached as Exhibit 3.
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28.  Most of our local advertisements were small, but ads that were placed in the
Friday, March 1, 1996, issue of the Roswell Daily Record and which took up most of page 7
were surely reported to the NSA. However, there was no communication received from that body
or from its legal counsel. A true and correct copy of the ad is attached as Exhibit 4.

29.  From time to time during tﬁe 1980’s the Mother Bah4’i Council was responsible
for placing advertisements in various newspapers across the country and in national magazines.
The NSA did not attempt to put a stop to such advertising. True and correct copies of a selection
of the ads (Saturday Evening Post, Nov. 1985, The Futurist, Oct., 1984, New Mexico Magaziﬁe,
December, 1984, Mother Earth New, July/Aug. 1986, Country Journal, April, 1987, Saturday
Evening Post, Oct. 1986, Science, 1986) are attached as Exhibit 5.

30. On May 19, 1988, some large advertisements of our organization were published
in the Washington Post and the Los Angeles Times. The actual wording for these documents can
be found on the third Guardian’s website at http://www.bahai-guardian.com . Each of these ads

took up an entire column in the two publications. The NSA or its legal counsel did not contact
us about them.

31. Two specific advertisements that could not have been missed by the NSA were in
the Bloomington, (Indiana) Herald Tribune, during the July 4, 1988, weekend, when some 7,000
Bah#&’is were on the Indiana University campus for a major conference. The NSA made no
move against the developers of the ads. True and correct copies of the ads are attached as Exhibit
6.

32.  In the 1990°s much of our advertising was sent to newspapers outside of the
United States. One such ad was that which appeared in the Times of India on April 29, 1991.
Advertising in India established that there was interest in the Orthodox Bah4’i Faith’s position,
and, as a consequence, during the 90’s a number of advertisements were placed in the
newspapers of India. Attached as Exhibit 7 is a true and correct copy of the ad.

33, In 1992, in New York City during the NSA organization’s centennial
commemoration of the passing of Bahau’llah, which was reported to have been attended by
thousands of Bah4’is, we placed ads in the New York Times that were run on November 23 and
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26. The NSA took no action in response. Attached as Exhibit 8 is a true and correct copy of the
New York Times ad. ‘

34, In the mid-90’s, their Universal House of Justice had its article entitled “Mason
Remey and Those Who Followed Him” disseminated. At the close of that article, the writer(s)
made reference to Joel Marangella’s “faded claim” to the Guardianship and then acknowledged
that “occasionally, he places advertisements in newspapers purporting to represent the views of a
group he calis ‘the Orthodox Bah4’i Faith’. Lacking the energy and capacity to arouse interest
among the public, this forlom survivor of the Remey defection appears still to hope that he may
somehow draw loyal members of the Bah4’i community under his influence.” Thus, the NSA's
organization was well-aware of our adverﬁsing prior to the advent of the internet, but the NSA
did not raise the issue of violation of the NSA’s trademarks. Attached as Exhibit 9 is a true and
correct copy of the NSA's document entitled “Mason Remey & those who followed him.”

35.  In August of 1997, the official response of the Mother Bahd’i Council of the
United States was made to the NSA organization’s “Mason Remey and Those Who Followed
Him”. Exhibit 10 is a true and correct copy of the response.

36.  The internet has provided a natural extension for the advertising of the OBF and
the information that is provided on our website is but a continuation of the kinds of information
that we have been providing publicly since the 1970°s. We believe that those who visit our
website will recognize that it has been developed by a different organization from that of the
NSA and that there is not any attempt on our part to mislead or deceive others with regard to the
Faith of Baha’u’llah. In fact, our aim is to let them know we exist as an alternative. {See

http://www,orthodoxbahai.com ]

37. The OBF is an entirely different organization from that of Mason Remey’s, and
most of the members of the Faith under Joel B. Marangella’s Guardianship were not involved in
either the Remey organization or the NSA’s organization.

38. The members of the OBF have never wanted the public to believe that we are
associated with the NSA, and we have always sought to point out the basic difference that

separates our organization from theirs. The names of the institutions within the organization of
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the Orthodox Bah4’is are different from those of the NSA. Additionally, we have never been
guilty of any act intended or calculated to deceive the public into believing that our meetings or
publications are identified with or affiliated with the activities of the NSA.

39.  In January of 1997, some Bahd’is affiliated with the NSA who had encountered
the Orthodox Baha’i listing on the Yahoo! Directory sought to have the Orthodox Baba’i Faith
subcategory removed from the Bah4’i Faith category. The moderator of Yahoo! who contacted
the Mother Bahé’i Council about the matter indicated that two of those who wrote to Yahoo
“compared the relationship between Orthodox Baha’i and Baha’i to that of the Branch Davidians
and the Seventh Day Adventist church.” The third Guardian responded to the issue. His
statement on the matter included the following: “[T]he closest parallel between ourselves and the
heterodox Bah#’is is to be found in Islam with the Shiites recognizing the Imams as the rightfui
successors of Muhammad as we have recognized the successive Guardians as those upon whose
shoulders the authority of Bahd’u’ll4h has been placed in their capacity as successive heads of
the Faith for the duration of His dispensation and sole interpreters of His Holy Writ and the
Sunnites failing to recognize the hereditary authority of the Imams and who accordingly
established the Caliphate instead.”

40.  After receiving the third Guardian’s response and perhaps after studying the
Council’s website and seeing the falsity of what the NSA affiliated believers had said, the
moderator of Yahoo on January 21, 1997 wrote that Yahoo had “decided to leave the category
where it is, within the larger Bahd’{ Faith category.”

41.  The NSA also complains of our use of the Greatest Name in our religion. It is
personally offensive that the NSA has cheapened the sacred symbols and names of our Faith by
seeking to trademark them as if they were commercial images and words. Attached hereto as
Exhibit 11 is a page from the online book store in which the WNSA sells images of the Greatest
Name. The OBF does not sell our religious symbols. |

42.  Attached as Exhibit 12 is an article written by Hand of the Cause Abu’l-Qasim
Faizi entitled “Explanation of the Emblem of the Greatest Name™ that explains the spiritual and
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mystical significance of the Greatest Name. The symbol is a part of our religious Faith and not a
commercial trademark.

43.  Attached as Exhibit 13 is a copy of a web page of the NSA at
hitp://www.bahai,us/being-bahai in which the term “Baha’i” is defined by quoting ‘Abdu’l-Baha

that:”To be a Baha’i simply means to love all the world; to love humanity and try to serve it; to

work for universal peace and universal brotherhood.”

44, The literal translation of the term “Bahd’i”, as all believers in the teachings of
Baha’vw’llah will acknowledge, is “follower of the Glory” (referring to a follower of Baha’u’llah,
or literally the “Glory of God™.) As a matter of fact, the statement by the NSA secretary, Horace
Holley, in registering the name “Baha’i” with the United States Patent Office also stated as
much, a true and correct copy of which is attached as Exhibit 14..

I declare under penalty of perjury that the foregoing is true and correct.

Autos in Denmark

It is not true, as Lester R. Brown
states (“The Automobile’s Future: Is
the Joyride Over?” June 1984), that in
Denmark imported oil is largely paid
for with farm products. Oil counts for
about 15% of all Denmark’s imported
goods while farm products count for
25% of the export. The main export is
industrial products, counting for al-
most two-thirds of the total export.

Certainly Denmark is an affluent so-
icty in which 5 million Peorle are able

to anage 1.4 million cars, despite the
fact\that the high taxation makes cars
costibetween twice and three times as
much as they qught to. On the other
hand, it is true that bus registrations
increased by more than one-third be-
tween 1973 and 1981, raising the total
mber of buses from 6,000 to 8,000.
